 The group collecting is trusting God to provide 10,000 pounds of Bibles. Once this 

goal is met, the Edwin L. Hodges Ministry  WWW.elhm.org  will pick up the Bibles, 

transport them to their home office in Alabama, then arrange for the shipping of the Bibles 

overseas where they are most needed. God has enabled ELHM to send Christian literature 

to 60 countries on six continents. ELHMôs research shows that 80 percent of Christians 

outside the United States have no Christian literature other than tracts. This ministry has 

over 8,000 requests for Christian literature which remain unfilled.  

 They collect only Bibles. All translations are acceptable regardless of condition, 

New Testaments are also needed.
