 Ethiopia  Trip  
 

     Ben (18) and Savannah (15) Jackson, Liz Jackson, and Josh Winkler 
have been given the opportunity to go to Ethiopia  with MK2MK from June 
20ðJuly 17. 
     Their work there will be Jesus film ministries and humanitarian ministries 
in the slums.  They will be meeting the physical needs and then the spiritual 
needs of the people.  For Ben and Savannah personally, their prayer is that 
God will mold them, and shape them to be more like Him.  They are looking 
for ministry partners, both prayer and financial.  Their total need for the 
two of them is $5900.   
     Liz Jackson , who is now at Manhattan Christian College, will be going 
on the MK2MK trip also, as a college intern leader.  Liz will be trained, and 
then will help lead all summer in the capital city of Addis Ababa. She will be 
leading a small group, preparing and training the students for ministry.  She 
will also be working alongside the students, doing the same type of projects 
that Ben and Savannah will be doing.   Lizôs total cost will be $6000. 
     Josh Winkler will also be going on the same trip, and your donations 
should be given to CCC, with a sticky note or something to mark it for Josh.  
Josh wants to use the gifts God has given him relationally, physically, and 
spiritually.  Joshôs trip will cost him $3500. 
     Liz, Ben and Savannah are the children of Matt and EB Jackson, our 
missionaries in Budapest,  and Josh  is Lewis and Barbara Winklerôs son, 
they are our missionaries to Singapore.  All Four are the grandchildren of 
Charlotte Biays.
